WHEREAS, traffic congestion on Oahu is a major problem; and

WHEREAS, the proposed $4 billion rail system’s costs are excessive and have not been planned for; and

WHEREAS, rail systems have not been shown to alleviate traffic congestion anywhere in the U.S.; and

WHEREAS, there are more cost effective and much less expensive alternatives such as the elevated tollway proposal; and

WHEREAS, Tampa, Florida has built a three-lane 10-mile reversible elevated tollway for $300 million; and

WHEREAS, such a tollway in Honolulu would not require a tax increase; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the ____________________________ Neighborhood Board hereby requests the City Council and the Mayor of Honolulu to abandon the rail transit proposal and rescind the ½ percent excise tax increase planned for 2007; and.

BE IT RESOLVED, the _______________________________________ Neighborhood Board hereby requests the City Council and the Mayor of the City and County of Honolulu officials to explore and implement alternative transportation solutions including the elevated highway and making significant improvements to our existing traffic infrastructure, such as coordinating the traffic light system.
